8.  What amount do you value your horse at?  What would you set as the horse’s purchase price?  What is the horse insured for if he/ she is insured?
9.  Send a video and pictures if we discussed that I needed it.  A youtube link is ideal.  If not, I need to see the horse in person.  

10.  I charge $500 to complete the appraisal.
